“Life is Worth the Cost.” Bill Chastain who has
taken the lead in developing Denton County Right
to Life explained the dual meaning of the chapter’s
tagline: The value of an individual human life is
worth all the costs in time, money, and sacrifices for
those bringing someone into this world, as well as
for those seeking to defend the most innocent and
helpless among us.

Bill has supported the Pro-Life movement since
2003. As he read more articles in our newsletter
and heard more news stories regarding Life Issues
on television, Bill realized that he was being called
to be more proactive in his Pro-Life beliefs. After
reading an article about developing a local chapter
of Texas Right to Life, he contacted our state office
to learn more.

Just before Bill contacted us, Judy Collins contacted
Texas Right to Life with a great passion to establish
a chapter in the same area. “I had to make a choice
for life myself, and later my daughter had to make a
choice for life—so I have always been Pro-Life; I
just didn’t realize how many abortions were being
committed until I read information from Texas
Right to Life. My Christian walk with Jesus has
grown, and that growth encompasses responsibility
to take action toward changing the legalization of
abortion in this country.” Judy immediately began
contacting other Pro-Lifers in an effort to form a
steering committee for the chapter.

At about the same time, yet another individual
from Denton County acted on her awareness of the
need for a chapter there. “I had been looking for a
way to volunteer and re-engage in Pro-Life issues,
and I finally decided to act on all my good
intentions.” Susan Bullinger, now a leader of our
newest chapter, was raised in a Pro-Life family who

marched in rallies in Austin and prayed outside of
abortion facilities in her community. “I think
acting on these convictions by volunteering at a
pregnancy center during college brought me an
even deeper level of awareness and personal
responsibility for standing up for life. With the

upcoming elections later this year, starting a
Denton County Right to Life chapter came at
a great time!”

“The idea that we can promote education, help
others become involved, and make sure that the
Pro-Life citizens of our area have a voice are
exciting endeavors, and I'm glad to be involved,”
Susan shared. In addition to education, one of the
main priorities for the chapter is connecting with
service-oriented Pro-Life organizations. Bill
explains that while education, legislation, and
political activities are all needed and have a long-
term impact, a network and database of services
for couples facing unplanned pregnancies and
resources for individuals fighting for continued
medical treatment for their loved ones will be a
major part of Denton County Right to Life’s efforts.

Judy emphasized at the steering committee
meeting, “Now is the best time to do anything you
feel is important to do. There are many people in
Denton County who want to see a positive change
in our society, and Texas Right to Life assists us in
efforts important in turning our country from a
society condoning death to a Pro-Life society.”
